
Pastor's Scribble...
Kia ora, and a big warm welcome to The Upper 
Room! We hope you can feel right at home… This 
morning I have the privilege of speaking from 
Daniel 6, as a part of our progression (upstairs) 
through the Central Kids program that we are 
following until Christmas. 

If you ask me, Daniel is a bit of a super-hero! 
Faced with a monumental test of faith: Pray to 
the king and live, or pray to God and die, Daniel 
continued in the same habit as before - three 
times a day he would get down on his knees 
before the window of his home that was open 
towards Jerusalem. He would give thanks to God, 
just as he had always done before.

In chapter 9, we get a glimpse of this man Daniel, 
as he prays for his nation: that God would forgive 
them of their sin: “Lord, listen! Lord, forgive! 
Lord, hear and act!” (v.19). But before his prayer 
is finished, the answer arrives: even in Babylon, 
God is real, and will be with them - even in his 
overnight stay with the lions! 

So, how about us? How easy is it for us to trust, 
and to pray, with our backs against the wall? Yet 
with Daniel, we see a testimony (or a window) - 
not just to God, but to others (and to us), that in 
the worst situations imaginable, God is always by 
our side. Think of the potential and the power of 

prayer (as a habit), and as a window to God’s love! 
Therefore, God help us (as a church) to be more 
like this man Daniel - to be a window to the kind 
of love (and commitment) that you have for all of 
us. Amen.
